Restorative Peacemakers Script
Introduce yourselves
“Hi, I’m [name] and I am a Peacemaker. It is my job to help you solve your problems. [name] told me about your problem that they would like some help with. Are you interested and willing to solve the problem with me?
There are three rules that we ask you to remember when we sort out conflicts. They are:
Be respectful, Be honest and Take turns speaking.
Can you try to follow these rules? Yes? OK, let’s begin.
1. To the non-reporting student(s)
1.[name] tells me there is a problem with (explain incident). Tell me what happened.  
2. What were you thinking of at the time?

2. To the reporting student(s)
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Your turn. Tell me what happened.
2. What were you thinking about at the time?
Once there is general agreement on how the incident happened
3. To both students in turn.
1. How has this affected you?
2. Who else has been affected?

4. To both students in turn.
1. What can we do to fix this problem?
2. Can you both agree to this?

5. To both students:
1. Is there anything else you want to say or add?
